SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

1.1. Shri Rajkot District Co-opera�ve Bank Limited (RDC Bank) incorporated on 15th May, 1959 as 

a Co-opera�ve Bank under The Bombay Co-opera�ve Socie�es Act, 1925 with Registra�on 

No. as 24940. The Banking society is licensed by the Reserve Bank of India vide le�er dated 

14.09.1994 and amended on 25�� June, 2012, 3�� February, 2016 and 26th August, 2019 to 

undertake Banking business and operates at middle �er of the Co-opera�ve Credit 

Structure. The bank has its headquarters at Rajkot and operates from 200 branches plus 

Head Office spread across the districts of Rajkot and Morbi in Gujarat.        

1.2. Besides banking ac�vi�es, the Bank acts as a leader of co-opera�ve movement in the district 

under its opera�on and provides capacity building support to PACS. It conducts training 

programmes for office bearers and employees of the PACS under its service area. Periodical 

seminars are also conducted to update the staff and members of PACS on important 

developments affec�ng them.

1.3. As per Clause 1(1) of the By-laws of the Bank, the area of opera�ons of the bank extends to 

the whole of the State of Gujarat. However, in the revised license issued by the RBI, the area 

of opera�on is to be confined to erstwhile Rajkot District.

1.4 The Bank is a middle �er en�ty in the co-opera�ve credit structure and has no direct or 

indirect state partnership. Being under federal structure, the membership of the bank 

comprises of all the affiliated PACS and other func�onal socie�es. The whole of the capital of 

the bank is subscribed by the member socie�es, mainly PACS.

1. REPORTING ENTITY

 The financial statements are prepared and presented under the historical cost conven�on on 

going concern basis following the accrual concept of accoun�ng, unless otherwise stated. 

The financial statements comply with generally accepted accoun�ng principles, statutory 

requirements prescribed under the Banking Regula�on Act, 1949, circulars and guidelines 

issued by the Reserve Bank of India (RBI) & NABARD from �me to �me, Accoun�ng Standards 

(AS) issued by the Ins�tute of Chartered Accountants of India (ICAI) and current prac�ces 

prevailing within the banking industry in India.

2. ACCOUNTING CONVENTION
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 The prepara�on of the financial statements in conformity with generally accepted 

accoun�ng principles requires management to make es�mates and assump�ons that affect 

the reported amounts of assets and liabili�es, revenues and expenses and disclosure of 

con�ngent liabili�es at the date of the financial statements. Actual results could differ from 

those es�mates. Management believes that the es�mates used in the prepara�on of the 

financial statements are prudent and reasonable.

 The Net Profit disclosed in the Profit and Loss Account is arrived at, a�er making:
 a. Provision for taxes.
 b. Provision for Non-Performing Assets/Standard Advances as per RBI guidelines.
 c. Adjustment in the value of investment.
 d. Other necessary and usual provisions.
 There is no change in Accoun�ng Policies by the bank during the year. No material prior 

period items to be disclosed under AS-5.

5.1  Revenue is recognized to the extent that it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to 

the bank and the revenue can be reliably measured.        

5.2  Income and Expenditure are recognised on accrual basis except as otherwise stated.

5.3  Interest income is recognized in the profit and loss account on an accrual basis, except in the 

case of non-performing assets where it is recognized upon realisa�on as per RBI norms.                 

5.4  Interest income on refunds of Income Tax, Goods & Service tax, etc. is recognised in the year 

the order is passed by the competent authority.

5.5  Interest on Government Securi�es, Debentures and other fixed income securi�es are 

recognized on accrual basis. Income on discounted instruments is recognized over the 

tenure of the instrument.     

5.6 Dividend income is accounted when the right to receive payment is established. 

5.7 Interest on unpaid and unclaimed matured term deposits is recognised at saving deposit 

rates.

• Classifica�on wise investment i.e. Held for Trading (HFT) and Available for Sale (AFS) are 

aggregated for the purpose of arriving at net deprecia�on/apprecia�on of investments 

under that category. Net deprecia�on, if any, is provided for whereas Net apprecia�on, if any, 

is ignored.

• Investments classified under HTM are carried at acquisi�on cost, unless it is more than the 

face value, in which case the premium is amor�sed over the period remaining to maturity.
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• Profit / Loss on sale : Profit/loss on sale of investments is recognised in the profit and loss 

account. The profits, if any, from 'Permanent' category investment is therea�er appropriated 

(net of applicable taxes and statutory reserve requirements) to Capital Reserve. Profit/loss 

on sale of investments in 'Available for Sale' and 'Held for Trading' categories is recognised in 

the profit and Loss Account.

• Investment Fluctua�on Reserve: Realised gain on sale of current investments (net of 

transfer to statutory reserve and taxes) is appropriated to Investment Fluctua�on Reserve to 

comply with RBI/ NABARD guidelines.

Ÿ The advances are classified into Standard, Sub-standard, Doub�ul and Loss Assets in 

accordance with the pruden�al norms laid down by RBI.

Ÿ Classifica�on and Provision for non-performing advances comprising sub-standard,

Bank Ltd.-Jamnagar against 
disputed premature repayment of its Fixed Deposit has been shown under this head. Though 
the bank has already deposited amount of Rs. 18,17,217.00 in SBI as Instructed Nazir of the 
civil court in lieu of order dated 13-10-2010. The bank is not booking any interest on this 
deposit as well.

 ii) One employee related case(SCA-12858/2017) is not acknowledged by the bank since it 
has been contested in High Court. An amount of Rs. 5,00,000.00 has been shown as 
con�ngent liability against the order of Labour court dated 19-07-2024.

 Bank's issued capital includes 936 Shares (P.Y. 936 shares) of  Rs. 50.00 each held by 3 
member socie�es which have not subscribed & paid up addi�onal call money demanded on 
consolida�on of share capital to make the face value of their shareholding in mul�ple of a 
minimum of Rs. 1,000.  These socie�es are under liquida�on, therefore they are not in a 
posi�on to pay addi�onal call money demanded by the  bank.
